Mendeley

Rod Page sent a suggestion to add a table to BHL that has some simple metadata and a link to the page.
Mike: My recommendation is that I wouldn’t repurpose the 2 PDF tables for anything else (metadata about the person).   Surprised Rod was eager to provide the contents though.

Chris: We add email address, success factors and all administrative stuff plus what is contributed: article title, author, etc.  Agreed, that table can be a separate table.

Mike: Article information could be added to what Rod Page provides.  

Chris: That’s the kind of thing we would want to move into an Article table.  Rod’s page is the landing page, the starting page; that doesn’t give us the range pages but he suggests a table of contents like an idea.  The most complicated thing is where to put it in the UI.  This is Portal-content only, Rod is only working with the Portal.  This page is different in some sense, you can mark it and add a title.

Chris: Is this diff. than Annotations?

Mike: It’s not a triplet.
Simon:  But it’s associated to a page.
Chris: We said structural metadata is different.

Mike: We might be forcing.

Chris: The landing page is a findability issue, we can’t generate the PDF for a range of pages from this.

Trish: Can you infer from the last first page?

Chris: Yes, but you may lose something.  In old books, for example, plates were 

William: How many entry’s

Chris: The table of contents structure would hold this.

Trish: Didn’t the Chinese were going to do that?

William: They are or will parse it but they are going to it manually.

Chris: Low hundreds of thousands pages from the tables of contents could be feeded into a Volunteers Portal and rekeying the Article Title, Author and Start Page.  The authors makes the data model more challenging into our author’s table that matches with VIAF.

David: Is it all the page info?

Chris: Page 9, the number, the coordinate.

Simon: We have to get the page id from the number.

Chris: That’s what the OpenURL resolver would do: this item and this page number.  Everything we put into the Volunteer Portal.

Simon: It will make it an interesting task.

Chris: It will also make it slower.

Trish:  Should the keying be manual?

Chris: OCR is not good.

Mike: Tables of Contents are pretty particular in their structure.

David: OCR is garbled.

Chris: Showed the Contents fof Jounral of agricultural research 4, 1915.  Page 1 could be inferred not paginated.  It’s relatively clean but not completely parsable.
Chris: IA’s scanning methodology only tags one single Table of Contents, while it could extend to several pages.  Also it’s not uncommon to have several volumes bounded as one book.

Chris:  We have to find a way to address Rod Page’s changes.

Mike: We could rarely get two articles in a page.

Chris: But you do, sometimes. Sometimes the same page where an article ends and another starts.

William: Could we suggest the end page to Volunteers in a Volunteer Portal.

Chris: We could get too much, I’d rather have multiple passes and have more findability and then getting it in a pristine way.

You need to be able to tag a lot of things: tables of contents, plates, etc.  The starting page is a valuable piece of information people are looking for.

Simon: This makes more sense because it’s focused.  What we could do is actually confirm that structure,  and bring a thumbnail of the page chosen to confirm the start that you are typing in.  And a way to show the following or previous page.  

Chris: Volume 1 and element 1  
Simon: People should choose which page 4 (in case several exist) you mean.

Chris: if we were able to incorporate this into the Volunteer Portal, this may be the type of thing to prove, if users get frustrated by the task of confirming the page.  We could have different UI, but the same structure 

Chris: Rod Page may have only certain articles.

Trish: It’s going to be inconsistent if it has info or 

Simon: If there’s no table of content there should be an explanation of contents (better than not providing a table of contents) 

Chris: Something to do in a line or at night, watching TV.

Mike: We could easily get the data and incorporate it quickly, but do we want to rush something now or come in as part of a reason?

Chris: I wouldn’t want to pause it, better get it now and improving it.  Do the stuff that is easy to do now.  And get the BHL-AU folks to do some UI to get it in.

Mike: 

Chris: A link that shows the “No metadata” and a link to the Table of Contents that is already defined.

Simon:  We have to talk to Ely about this (before the December meeting next week) and speak to Paul.  Ely will be in the office tomorrow, drop an email today.

Chris: I will drop an email on Friday.

Trish: Is the TOC standard in all the workflows.

Simon: It’s IA’s default..

Bidirectional Data Flow of the Portal and Flickr
Chris: In Flickr, manually while scanning and later, Gilbert and others are finding the pages of illustrations and loading them to Flickr.  They create a set for every book and copying the title and 
The title is an Internet Archive leaf and it could change.

Mike: There are 500 items that could be affected by adding a page.

Chris: Gilbert describes this because that’s what he knows by the time of scanning.

Simon: There are two issues: 


1. linking the specific content of linking the Flickr image (and metadata) to the book page.

2. Letting Gilbert have a way to assign Flickr 

Chris: No one has added new tags rather than.  Flickr folks would tag this as Carp, Red, etc. so that we can have those back in BHL in some way, show the page annotations in BHL, but I don’t want to have to build… well just talked about building the Page Annotation…

Simon: You don’t want the general public doing this?

Chris: This is a curated thing.

Simon: For the existing 20,000 set an automatic process that would show the Flick image and the page image.

William: Would you do the check first and then go back to the ones that don’t match?

Simon: Because it’s Gilbert, do the check and then do the manual process with the rest, because my guess is that the page insert will be the problem.
Mike: Are they all coming out of the scanner?

Chris: No, not all of them come from the scanning, some come from the BHL.

Mike: He could get 

Simon: Two process, get the ones already there corrected and the new ones coming in.

Mike: Worth asking Gilbert if there’s a way to add the page id.

Chris: I will take this with  them because it could get messy.  We could be tagging 20,000 images as illustrations at once.  Could the same kind of interface work for when you generate the PDF.  

William: A smaller thumbnail would do.

Mike: It’s qty and uploading to the server what clogs the server.
Trish: Aren’t we going more to the BHL-AU

Chris: Tried out the BHL-AU interface to mark the images (a small Thumbnail would do) and found that images on the left can’t be marked when the zoom is too much because of the space.
- We need to talk with them and they will keep adding things beyond the 20,000.
- We have a task to match with pages.

- Learning about Gilbert process and stop this particular task so they don’t have to do metadata.

William: This could provide an approach for Gilbert to get more done.
Chris: It’s not because they have an easy way to do it.  Will talk to the people there because having Books of the Week paginated is a task that could be done in 3 minutes and could provide a lot of info for the end-users.

BHL is moved, Botanicus is not, will try it Monday morning, it’s an error with ISS 7.5 and probably put the key in the wrong place, so will give it another try. Worst case scenario will have to look at the .  Jay looking at an issue because you can’t log in with the MOBOT id.  BHL is on the old 17 which is now CBI_Server and it’s running since 10:00 a.m.  As Chris has been hitting the site, Chris is not seeing a delay he used to see.

Mendeley
Chris: People were asking in the Twitter if we can put BHL in Mendeley.  Chris said yes.  Bianca had mentioned this once about setting up an account in Mendeley.  Mendeley had asked us to put a widget to add to Mendeley to a personal bibliography account.

Action Item: William should install Zotero in the IT Conference Room (linked to 

Zotero is another bibliography management and it shows an icon next to the address we use that with a widget to send the metadata, adding the Mendeley would be easy.

Two questions:
1. Add Mendeley Button.
2. Mendeley Account for BHL (not a group).  The existing group is publications about BHL, not the contents.

Simon: Where would you put it?

Chris: In this case we would not put a record for any volume.

Mike: Isn’t there a limit on the number of articles.

Chris: Will look into this.

Trish: What about stuff from Citebank?

Chris: What we can do today is put a record for the title and put a link to the object.  We don’t have articles.

Trish: Did you talk to Jan?

Chris: No.

Trish: Because it was different to the meeting with William Gunn.

Chris: William’s role is to say no.  He said we can’t expand metadata.  He explained it was just to throw things there and make it famous.  Mendeley will not change but we can socialize our content.

Trish: They talked about ScratchPads and settings.

Chris: User collection building if it exists in some other tool like Mendeley, that’s exactly what it was created for.  Collaboration around citations.

Chris: They talked about iTunesU.
Chris: In 15 days and fortnite we have conversated a lot about BHL and our limit is defined by our funding and resources, but that’s where collaboration comes in.

Chris: In January, we will bring Simone.  Need to get approval from Ely.

Simon: Ely could be concerned about many input voices into the design.

Chris: We will work it out.
