DRAFT Agreement on Interlibrary Loan Between BHL Members
Biodiversity Heritage Library members agree that there will be no direct or indirect monetary charges for interlibrary loan services between members. 

For the purposes of this agreement, Interlibrary Loan is defined as borrowing and lending library materials via OCLC or other means. The agreement also covers the provision of library materials via photocopy or electronic transfer mediated by OCLC or other means.

Users of the WorldCat Resource Sharing agree to use the “no cost” reciprocal option of the ILL Fee Management system (IFM).

This agreement is applicable only to BHL member institutions participating in the Biodiversity Heritage Library Memorandum of Understanding.
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
