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Data Submissions

Digital Content File Requirements
Bowker will assist your organization in publicizing the availability of non-copyright protected works (pre-ISBN and/or pre-1923 publication materials) – such as those digitized for online presentation to the general public. This document details our request for information.

File Formats

Suggested formats for Digital Content include:

· ONIX 2.1

· MARC21

· Bowker is willing to work with you to receive alternate file formats, should you not currently have the ability to extract files into ONIX or MARC. 
ONIX is the preferred method of data submitted for e-books. However, other content submissions types can be submitted, such as Excel, delimited text files, etc. All files, regardless of type, will receive a detailed review by Bowker’s Data Integrations team prior to loading into our database.

What You Can Expect

1. A Data Analyst will work with your metadata/cataloging staff to iron out any data issues that may arise during the submission and testing process.  Please specify a technical contact on your end to work with Bowker during this process.

2. Together we will determine if FTP or e-mail is best for initial and ongoing file submissions.

3. Sample files will need to be sent prior to full input into the Bowker database.  Files should match the industry specifications for ONIX or MARC.  For example, an ONIX file should be validated against the DTD for ONIX 2.1.  

4. Once Bowker receives the sample file, we will review it for content. Specific changes/improvements/clarifications may be requested before testing proceeds.

5. The File will be run in Bowker’s test environment to ensure data will load properly. Should any errors occur, you will be provided specifics on how to make changes to the file.
 
Common Errors that Prevent Bowker from Accepting Files
By reviewing and correcting these common errors, you will receive a quicker turn around time from file submission to acceptance of your file.  

1. File does not include basic bibliographic content requested below.

2. File does not validate against the DTD for ONIX
3. For ONIX type files - all necessary elements of a composite are not provided (e.g., supply detail composite missing a tag set).

4. For ONIX type files - composites not supplied in correct order.

5. For ONIX type files - Data elements supplied outside of composite tags.

6. No ISBN or EAN supplied as product identifier (Bowker will not be able to load this title.)

7. Data quality has not been reviewed before moving to ONIX.
Data Elements

Basic Bibliographic Record
Each record should contain basic bibliographic information as follows:
Mandatory Fields
Please send a basic bibliographic record containing the following data as soon as it becomes available: 
· ISBN

· Title

· Contributor (including function)

· Binding/Format Code 
· Availability Status Code (active)
· Original Publication Date (yyyymmdd)
· Publisher - Original Publisher or Entity who is housing the digitized work
· Audience Code 
· Subject codes (preferably from an industry standard schema, but we will accept proprietary schemas)
· URL to Digitized Work (Product Web site – please include all URLs if there are more than one)

Rich Meta Data Content Collection
Ideally, Bowker requests a link to the full digitized book content.  Bowker is willing to accept “reasonably” clean OCR data. In the interest of maintaining quality standards, we will review “Dirty OCR” on a case by case basis.  Should full content not be available, we suggest the following links:

Cover Images
For titles with dust jackets or illustrated titles, please supply a cover image or title page image scan, if desired and/or applicable to your texts:

1. We accept the following file formats: TIFF, GIF or JPEG. TIFF images are preferred. 

2. Ideally images should be sent with a resolution of 300 dpi. 

3. Images will not be accepted with a resolution of less than 72 dpi. 

4. Images must be no smaller than 400 pixels wide. 

5. Images must be flat cover scans cropped tight to the sides of the product. (Do not send one image containing both the front and back of the product, or an image with drop shadows; product photography will only be accepted in certain cases, such as multivolume sets). 

6. Images must be in RGB (Please do not send images in CMYK). 

7. The bit depth should be set no lower than 8 bits. 

8. Each image should be named by either its (unhyphenated) 10-digit or 13-digit ISBN with the file suffix (e.g., 123456789X.tif; 9781234567897.jpg). 

9. Each image should be sent as a separate file. Do not send zipped files. 

Final Notes
Bowker’s Data Services team will work with you to review and test your bibliographic data file. Together, we will ensure that it meets industry specifications and allows for any unique information you may have above these standards. You will be assigned a set of analysts and an account manager to work with you through this process. The result is clean data within Bowker’s database and, in turn, clean metadata returned to you.
