Required Skills and Abilities - I listed: Close attention to detail. Knowledge of social media.
Preferred Skills and Abilities - I listed: Knowledge of software tools for creating and modifying metadata.
Other Notes - I listed: We have detailed instructions on this QA process. Help us improve our digital collections!
I hope to modify this for potential longer term students & volunteers. For the student this particular week, she's only been paginating and the tagging of Flickr sets is off the table for the time being.

The Field Museum Library is an active participant in the Biodiversity Heritage Library project.  The BHL consists of 14 major natural history museum libraries, botanical libraries, and research institutions who have joined together to digitize the published literature of biodiversity and make it freely available to all interested researchers, students and the general public.
The Library needs assistance with QA (quality assurance) in regards to the items it sends for digitization. This work entails handling the print volume that has been digitized and ensuring that the digitized version online is correctly paginated, indicates all illustrations, has no missing pages, etc...
Further, select images from the digitized volumes are posted on our Flickr set. The student will be adding notes and tags to this collection.
Students with will work a variety of print materials in this project, from museum publications to 200-year old rare books! If you have an interest in digital libraries, special collections as well as the history of science, this could be for you!
